Youth tracking cohorts of Year 9 students from 1888 1998 are listed below.

What is the first year of university like?

“The first year is when the greatest amount ofrsewchange occurs. For example, of the 1995 cotiacked 3 years after
commencing tertiary study, nearly two thirds wh@ged their courses and over 40 per cent of thdweleft before completing
their course, did so in the first year. In otherd®, completion of first year is “more than haléthattle” in persistence in degre
completion.

Successful integration must occur in both socidlacademic domains as it is highly likely that @iffities in adjusting to one
will affect the other.

University was largely a positive experience fosgke who completed their first year— 94% liked beargtudent, student life
suited 89%, and 89% had made close friends.

Only 17% reported that their first year had beewlbe free, with the most difficu lties relatingtime pressure and balance: 50
reported difficulties juggling work and study, 44%und it hard to have time for other commitmenisided, long hours of part
time work can limit the amount of time that a statleas for study and integration into campus Vifajch can lead to course
failure or withdrawal. The research found that emsity students employed for more than 10 hoursygetk were more likely
than others to withdraw from study”.

(Our own experience has found that students froummty areas are also more likely to experienceadliffy when they do not liv

on-campus for their first year; loneliness andidiftty in becoming involved in campus life being j;iareasons. After a year on

campus they are more likely to have made new feaebdcome involved in university life and then gt moved into shared o
-campus accommodation.)
